Reverse Raffle Official Rules
UUCA March 24, 2012

The Reverse Raffle grand prize is $2,000.00 cash to be awarded to the final number drawn.

The ticket owner need not be present fo win the grand prize. Any ticket owner who is not

present may designate another individual to represent him or her for all purposes in respect to

the ownership of the ticket number including entering into any agreement for a split of winning

the grand prize, for receipt of the cash winnings, if any, and for enforcement of the rules as

set forth herein. The Unitarian Universalist Church of Akron may rely upon the oral

representation of any individual claiming to be acting with the authority of an absent

ticket owner without any duty to verify or confirm the oral representation and comply with the
instructions of the representative without further liability.

Ten additional cash prizes of $50.00 will be awarded during the drawing. Ticket owners for the
numbers drawn for additional cash prizes must be present to win.

As each number is drawn, it is eliminated. However, each ticket owner will have the option to

“Buy Back” the number for $20.00. If the option is taken, the number is returned to

the raffle pool and the drawing continues. Each number is limited to one *Buy Back.” If it

is drawn again and is not one of the last five numbers, it is then permanently eliminated.

When five numbers remain, the owners of those tickets will have the option to agree to split the

grand prize money. If the owners of one or more of the last five numbers are not present and

no one present is authorized to act on his or her behalf, those owners are not part of any

splitting agreement. Their number or numbers will continue in the drawing until eliminated.

The agreement to split may include all or some of the remaining five ticket owners. Any owner

who does not agree will remain in the drawing until their number is drawn.,

Sideboard tickets will be sold the night of the raffle for $5.00 or $10.00 per ticket for 200

tickets each. A sideboard raffle will be held for the $5.00 tickets with a grand prize of $300.00.
